
Jesus retained his own personhood while simultaneously merging that divine 
personhood with our humanity. This is a paradigm for our journey into God’s love 
life. We will not be absorbed into God in a way that cancels out our humanity or 
our identity. Rather, we will be ourselves, but ourselves caught up in the love life 

of God: made complete, existing the way we were always meant to be.

KEY SCRIPTURE: 
John 17:20-23 - read it, ponder it, memorize it, meditate upon it. 

A DAILY PRAYER: 
“Heavenly Father, may we all be one, just as you and Jesus are one—as you are in 
him, and he is in you.  May we be in you so that the world will believe you sent 
Jesus, your Son.  You have given us the glory you gave Jesus, so we may be one as 
you are one.  Jesus is in us and you are in him.  May we experience such perfect 
unity that the world will know that you sent Jesus and that you love us as much as 
you love him.”

1. How does it feel to know that God wants you to share in his life? 
2. Sharing in God’s life means sharing in his mission. How can you partner with 
God to become good news for people this week? How can you participate in his 
mission?
